Election Board Roles and Responsibilities:

a. Election Board Vice-Chairperson: The Election Board Vice Chairperson shall assist the Election Board Chairperson in his/her duties and shall be responsible for all staff workers, as well as office maintenance.  Additionally, the Vice-Chairperson is responsible for assisting the Chairperson of the E-Board in ensuring the impartiality and successful functioning of the board.  The Vice Chairperson of the E-Board will also chair one of the subcommittees listed below.

b. Election Board Investigations Chair: The Investigations chair is responsible for verifying expense accounts and investigating alleged violations or infractions committed by any campaign participant. The Investigations Chair is responsible for approving all nonstampable materials.  In addition, they are responsible for forwarding campaign materials from Designated Campaign Representatives to Student Government Accounting in a timely manner, as required for the purchase of nonstampable materials, as delineated in Section V.B.1.c.vi.(b).(iv) of the Election Code.

c. Election Board Publicity Chair: The Publicity chair is responsible for promoting elections, including all advertising in the campus media concerning the election and the recruitment of Election Board members.  In addition, they will be responsible for organizing an Orientation Meeting (which shall be conducted by the Election Board Chairperson) and publishing the election results.

d. Election Board External Affairs Chair: The External Affairs chair is responsible for communication and coordination with such bodies as the Daily Bruin, Office of Residential Life, MyUCLA, and other administrative groups, throughout the elections process.  In addition they will be responsible for organizing an official debate for all interested designated campaign representatives no later than two school days prior to the commencement of voting. Designated campaign representatives are not required to attend this debate.

e. Election Board Endorsement Chair: The Endorsement Chair shall be responsible for organizing and conducting endorsement hearings. In addition, they will be responsible for communicating with, organizing, and validating endorsing groups.
